HOW TO HANDLE AND RESTRAIN PIGS

-

When you handle pigs poorly, you can stress or even injure them. This can make pigs difficult to move. You
can also put yourself, and other handlers at risk. If a pig is stressed at slaughter, their meat may be lower
quality. These tips will help you move pigs efficiently.

Only workers holding a certificate of competence are allowed to handle or restrain pigs.

ABOUT PIGS REMEMBER

4 Pigs are social, sensitive and expressive animals

4 They don't have good eyesight, but can hear very well

4 Sows and boars can be aggressive

4 Like: well-lit areas

4 Dislike: darkness and shadows, reflections, moving objects,
strong drafts, loud noises, sudden movernent, being on
their own and in a corner, slippery floors, being hurried

4 Each pig can act in a different way

MOVING THEM IN GROUPS

& IF you can't move the pig easily
and without causing it pain,
you shouldn't move it

# You should keep the group
together - only separate the
pigs when you restrain them

4 Unload and move the pigs in groups of 5-6
4 Bigger groups (up to 18 pigs) can be moved to
stunning, depending on slavghter line speed

Special considerations for:

& Adult sows: move in groups of 3-4

4 Adult boars: move individually

4 Piglets can be herded (30-40 max.) or carried
individually

USE THE FLIGHT ZONE
The area around a pig is called the flight zone. When you walk into the area, the pig moves.
To help move the pig, you can use the point of balance (usually at the shoulder)

while standing at the right distance away from it.

Move slowly. You should be able to move the pigs

without hitting thern.
